Instead, His
Father’s hand pressed heavily against Him, the upper and the
nether millstones of divine wrath pressed and bruised Him, and
not one drop of joy or consolation was afforded to Him. ‘It
pleased Jehovah to bruise him; he hath put him to grief.” This,
my brethren, was the climax of the Savior’s woe, that His Father
turned away from Him, and put Him to grief.” — C.H. Spurgeon

Update on Writing Projects

done on this, but not as much as I originally intended. Regardless, here’s a breakdown on things.

“Gloves Off: Fighting for Your Faith, Family, & the Future of Civilization” — This title is a
compilation of articles from GFM’s website and others that I’ve written over the years. It is designed to
be a soul-stirring volume in the same vein as “Why Revival Tarries” by Leonard Ravenhill. My goal is
for it to be a 100—125 page paperback.

“579: Family Discipleship, Culture, & the Glory of God” — Whereas this may not be the final title, it
may still show up in the Preface or Introduction. This project focuses on GFM’s 10 biblical convictions
with a chapter devoted to each of them. Once again, the plan is for it be about 100-125 pages long.

“Irreplaceable: Why Family is Central to the Mission of God” — All of the research for this project was
completed several years ago when I finished my Master’s thesis at Grace Christian University. My goal
is to reformat this work into something that is less academic and more reader friendly and punctuated
with personal anecdotes and illustrations. This one may be considerably longer than the other two.

With all that being said, please pray for these endeavors and, of course, we would gladly welcome any special
gifts designated for them that would enable us to devote more time to see that they come to fruition. I'm
grateful for those who have already lent their professional expertise to helping me along in this slow and tedious
process.
